Kindergarten staff take good care of every
child, and we do our best to understand
each one as an individual - irrespective of
age or language.

At kindergarten, there is room for everyone, no matter where you come
from or what language you speak. We make sure that children learn about
different cultures at an early age.

Lower fees

L If your family’s income is below a certain level, you can apply for a
reduced monthly fee. To apply for a lower fee, your child must alrea-
dy be attending kindergarten or you must have accepted the offer of
a place.

Deadlines for applying for a kindergarten place

‘ Places at kindergarten are normally allocated twice a year, with the
deadline for applications on 1 March and 15 August, respectively.
However, you can apply for a place at any time during the year be-
cause some kindergartens have vacancies and accept new children
outside of the normal process.
