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QUESTIONS
Regulation No 1206/2001 on taking of evidence
1. You (a Latvian court located in Riga) receive a request for taking of evidence from Austria. It contains a request to examine six witnesses. Four of them live in Riga, one in Jelgava and one in Ventspils. 

What are you going to do?

2. The father of the child lives and works in the United Kingdom, the mother of the child and the child himself lives in Latvia. There is a case in a Latvian court, where the mother claims for maintenance payments for the child from the father. You need to clarify father’s address of residence in the United Kingdom, his employer and the amount of his salary. 
What are you going to do?

Will this request be executed in your country?
3. You (a Latvian court) need a videoconference with a witness located in Austria.

What are you going to do? Which form are you going to fill in? Is this the general or the direct taking of evidence? 

How will the request be executed? (Confirmation of the identity of the witness, explanation to the witness of his right to refuse to testify, etc.)

4. How is the court in your country going to act when it receives a foreign request for the taking of evidence – a defendant’s DNA sample – for a paternity expert examination to be carried out?
